Introduction: 

Introduce yourself briefly. This lesson covers information regarding what licensing and validity requirements must be met to legally fly.


Motivation:
Information in this lesson is examinable material for either the Glider or Power Pilot Scholarship entrance exam. Understanding this lesson will help you prepare for either of these exams, and should be supplemented by your own self-study program. It is important to understand this material, as it is the responsibility of the pilot to ensure that they meet the validity and currency requirements of their license before going flying.

1. Pilot License Validity
a. The pilot must be able to produce a license and a valid medical certificate

b. The aviation document contains

i. Licenses 

ii. Rating

iii. Validity dates

iv. License limitation (ex. wear glasses)

v. Medical Certificate
c. Currency Requirements

i. To exercise the privileges of your license, you must be current

	Time period
	Requirement

	6 months
	5 take offs and landings

	2 years
	Completed a recurrent training program

(ie: transport Canada seminar, completed a license or rating)

	5 years
	Flown as PIC or co-pilot


ii. To carry passengers you must have completed within the last 6 months: 

1. At least 5 take offs and landings or 

2. In a glider: two take offs and two landings in a glider with an instructor and obtained certification of competence to carry passengers
d. Aviation Medical

i. All pilots must have a valid medical before they fly

ii. Minimum medical categories

1. Commercial pilot license

2. Air traffic controller

3. Private pilot license

4. Glider/ Recreational pilot license
iii. Medical exams must be completed by a Civil Aviation Medical Examiner (CAME)

iv. Medical exams are valid for a certain period from the first day of the month following the exam

2. Privileges of a Pilot License
a. Under Day VFR, licensed pilot/glider pilot may:

i. Act as PIC without passengers

ii. Act as PIC with passengers

1. If endorsed for launch method (for gliders)

b. Act as PIC or co-pilot of any A/C for the purpose of flight training or flight test

i. As long as it is supervised by a flight instructor and no passengers are carried

c. Under Day VFR, licensed pilot/glider pilot may not fly:

i. If one or more of the following would impair ability:

1. Receiving medical treatment

2. Illness, Injury, or disability

3. Taking a drug

ii. In the 30th week of pregnancy or if they have given birth in last six weeks

iii. A medical examiner must authorize exercise of privileges after any of these circumstances occur

3. Logging of Flights
a. Flight time: 

i. Total time from the moment an A/C first moves under its own power for the purpose of taking off, until the movement comes to rest.

ii. Entered in log books

b. Air Time

i. When plane leaves the surface until the time it touches down

4. Air Law Documents
a. Aeronautical Information Manual (AIM/TC AIM)

i. Found online

b. Canadian Aviation Regulations (CARs)

i. Found online

ii. The technical version of the AIM

c. Canadian Flight Supplement (CFS)

i. Information on Canadian and North Atlantic aerodromes

ii. Used as a reference for the planning and safe conduct of air operations

iii. Updated every 56 days

iv. Includes information on what a flight plan/itinerary must include, as well as flight routes and airspace information

v. Interception orders are also included, and must be complied with

i. 5 take offs and landings

i. Recurrent training program

c. Currency 5 years

i. Act as PIC

d. CFS

i. Canadian Flight Supplement
